Agreement
on the assigning of patent rights
Moscow "04" July 2003

Makarov Aleksandr Nikolaevich, Juravlev Sergei Vladimirovich, Polosin Vladimir
Mihailovich on the one part hereinafter jointly referred to as "the Party -Assignor”, and Jilov
Valeriy Hajmuratovich on the other part hereinafter referred to as "the Party - Assignee" and the
both parties together hereinafter referred to as "the Parties" and are considered to be coauthors of
the engineering solution of the alleged invention " Cyclic Bioisosters of Purine System Derivatives

and a Pharmaceutical Composition Based Thereon' and both the Parties possess the right for filing of
application in compliance with the Law on Patents of Russian Federation and also in compliance
with acting regional and international patent agreements of foreign countries for the purpose of
acquisition of exclusive rights for the said engineering solution on the territory of Russian
Federation and abroad on the basis of documents of title, the Parties have concluded the present
Agreement on the following:

1. Subject of the Agreement

1.1 The Party - Assignor has assigned and the Party - Assignee has acquired on the basis of payout
from the Party - Assignee in favor of the Party - Assignor certain remuneration stipulated in item
3.1 of the present Agreement:

1.1.2 The rights for the acquisition of the documents of title for the engineering solution of the
alleged invention ''Cyclic Bioisosters of Purine System Derivatives and a Pharmaceutical

Composition Based Thereon'' stated in the description of the system in Addendum No. 1 which is
an integral part of the present Agreement, in all the countries in which the Parties consider it wise to
take out such documents of title.

1.1.3 The exclusive rights for the said engineering solution on the territory of Russian Federation
and abroad on the basis of documents of title which shall be taken out in these countries, including
the rights for the use of the above mentioned engineering solution aiming to introduce it into
economic turnover on the said territories by any means within the validity period of the said
documents of title. '

1.2. The Party - Assignor waives to receive remuneration for the use of the
invention stated in item 1.1 herein on the territory of the countries where the
documents of title shall be taken out.

1.3. The Party - Assignee recognizes the author's rights of the Party - Assignor.

1.4. The Party - Assignor assures that on the moment of signing the present
Agreement it has no knowledge of any third parties rights, which may be violated
by signing the present Agreement.

1.5. The Party - Assignor assures that it has no knowledge of the patents, claims or
other sources of information or other publications with regard to the engineering
solution under item 1.1 herein, the filing of which, or publication or taking out of
the documents of title, or any other actions, executing process of which, have been undertaken with
the knowledge and approval of the Party - Assignor.

1.6. The rights stipulated in ditem 1.1  herein are considered to be
assigned/transferred to the Assignee from the date of the receipt of remuneration
by the Party - Assignor; the amount and the manner of payment of the

remuneration is stipulated in item 3.1 of the present Agreement.
2. The Rights and the Obligations of the Parties

2.1 The Party - Assignor undertakes to:
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2.1.1 Submit to the Party - Assignee the research investigation materials and the description of the
content of the abovementioned invention within the 2 (two) days from the date of the signing of the
present Agreement.

2.1.2 Not to litigate documents of title on the specified technical decision given in the Russian
Federation or in the territory of other countries.

22. The Party - Assignee undertakes to:

2.2.1. Accomplish all necessary actions aiming to receive the documents of title
for the said engineering solution in Russian Federation and abroad including
paying of duties; and to undertake all necessary measures including tax payment
for supporting in force the received documents of title during the whole period of its validity.

2.2.2. To pay remuneration to the Party - Assignor in accordance with the terms of
the present Agreement.

2.2.3. To name the Parties as the authors of the said engineering solution in the
published sources of information.

23. The Party - Assignor upon the request of the Party — Assignee and on the basis
of an additional Agreement concluded between the Parties may render necessary
technical assistance in conversion of the application of the said engineering
solution.

2.4. In case any third parties file an application for the patent or the patents are
licensed to the third parties after the conclusion/signing of the present Agreement, which may
deprive the Party — Assignee of complete or partial possibility to use the said engineering solution,

the Parties shall undertake joint actions for the
protection of the author's rights of the Parties and the exclusive
rights of the Party — Assignee, and in case of necessity shall lodge a protest with

regard to the originality of the patents or the patents of the third parties.

2.5. The Party - Assignor is obliged to offer to the Party - Assignee in the first place all the up-
dated and improved variants with regard to the usage of the said enginccring solution. The terms of
handing over such innovations to the Party - Assignee shall be agreed upon additionally by the
Parties.

3. Terms of Payments

3.1. For granting the rights stipulated in items 1.1 and 1.2 of the present Agreement the Party -
Assignee is obliged to pay in favor of the Party - Assignor apart from the other payments made to
the Party - Assignee with regard to the other industrial projects or intellectual property, the
remuneration in the amount stated in the additional Agreement which is confidential and makes the
integral part of the present Agreement.

3.2. The Party - Assignee has to pay the sum of remuneration upon the signing of the present
Agreement by handing over the cash funds to the Party - Assignor.

4. Validity of the Agreement
4.1 The present Agreement becomes effective from the date of its signing by the Parties and is

considered wvalid till the complete fulfillment by the Parties of their obligations under the
Agreement.

5. Miscellaneous
5.1. The rights and obligations of each Party under the present Agreement should
not be assigned towards the other physical person or corporate entity without the
written permission given by the other Party under the Agreement.
5.2. All the amendments and annexations to the present Agreement shall be made in
written form and signed by the empowered representatives of the Parties hereto.
5.3. One-side amendments of the terms of the present Agreement are not allowed.
5.4. The Present Agreement is subject to be executed regardless of the other
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Agreements and Contracts signed by the Parties with the third parties.

5.5 In case any disputes arise between the Parties on the matter of the execution of
the terms of the present Agreement or in connection with the Agreement, the
Parties shall undertake all necessary measures to settle such disputes by
negotiations.

In case the Parties fail to reach the agreement in settlement of such disputes by
negotiations, the controversy with regards to the disputes of technical and scientific character is to be
determined by engaging the Third Party authorized for the settlement of such disputes as agreed
upon between the Parties and accepted by the Parties as an Arbiter; and the other disputes should be
resolved in the Arbitration Court in accordance with an established order in compliance with the
Law of Russian Federation.
