This Agreement is made and entered into by and between Hitachi Eiectronic Devices, Ltd.
(hereinafter referred to as the “Purchaser”) and Hitachi Device Engineering, Lid.
(hereinafter referred to as the “Seller”), relating to a split-off in which the Purchaser
succeeds to the Seller's business (hereinafter referred to as the “Split-Off"), by which the
parties hereto agree as follows:

Article 1. Purpose

The Seller shall split off its business related to the development, design and marketing of
electronic equipment, semiconductors, FPD products, manufacturing equipment, software
and systems (hereinafter referred to as the “Business”) in accordance with this Agreement
and in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations, and the Purchaser shall
succeed to the Business from the Seller.

Article 2.  Split-Off Date

The date on which the Split-Off of the Business is to be executed (hereinafter referred to as
the “Split-Off Date” shall be July 1, 2003. However, the Split-off Date may be changed after
mutual consultation between the Purchaser and the Seller as may be deemed unavoidable
to do so due to the progress in the process of executing the Split-Off or for any other
reasons.

Article 3. Amendments to Articles of Incorporation

Upon the Split-Off, the Purchaser shall amend its Article of Incorporation as specified in
Appendix 1 attached hereto.

Article 4. Issue and Allocation of Stocks upon Split-Off

Upon the Split-Off, the Purchaser shall issue Two Hundred Twenty Thousand (220,000)
shares of common stocks. Such common stocks shall be allocated to the Seller's
shareholders of record, who were finally recorded in the Register of Shareholders as of the
date preceding the Split-Off Date. Such common stocks shall be issued at a rate of one
share of the Purchaser’'s stocks per one share of the Seller's stocks. The total number of
issued and outstanding shares of the Purchaser's common stocks shall be Nine Hundred
Thousand (900,000) shares.

The Purchaser shall not pay any share-off grants upon the Share-Off.

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF
HITACHI DISPLAY DEVICES, LTD.

Chapter 1. General Provisions

Article 1. Trade Name

This Company is called Kabushiki Kaisha Hitachi Disupurei Debaishisu and in English,
Hitachi Dispiay Devices, Ltd.

Article 2. Business Purposes

The purposes for which the Company is established are:
1. To carry on the business of development, design and manufacture of liquid crystal
displays, eiectronic components and electronic devices, such as semiconductor

integrated circuit boards, etc.;
2. To carry on the business of development, design and manufacture of electronic

machines and apparatuses;
3. To carry on the business of development, design and manufacture of electronic
machines and apparatuses, such as manufacturing equipment, etc. of the products as

listed in each of the foregoing items;
4. To carry on the business of development, design and management of information

systems related to commuters, etc_;

5. To carry on the business of producing software related to the products and
information systems as listed in each of the foregoing items;

6. To carry on the business of seiling, release, repair, maintenance services, and
installation works of the products, information systems and software as listed in each

of the foregoing items;
7. To carry on the business of design, management and undertaking of equipment works,

such as telecommunication works and piping works;
8. To carry on the business of dispatching workers; and
9. To carry on any other business incidental or relating to any of the foregoing items.
Article 3. Location of Principal Office
The principal office of the Company will be situated in Mobara-shi, Chiba.
Article 4. Public Notice
Public ncotice of the Company shall be inserted in the Official Gazette.

Chapter 2. Shares

Article 5.  Total Number of Shares Authorized to be Issued.

The total number of the shares of stock authorized to be issued is Two Million Seven
Hundred Twenty Thousand (2,720,000) shares.

Article 6. Record Date and Closing of Shareholders’ Register
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1.  The Company shall identify those shareholders or record as of the closing date of
each financial year, as being the shareholders who should exercise the rights of
shareholders of the Company at a meeting of the Ordinary General Meeting of the
Company for the current financial year.

2. In addition to the foregoing Clause herein, the Company may identify those
shareholders of record or registered pledgees as of any certain date of each financial
year, as being the shareholders or pledgees who should exercise their respective
rights, by a resolution of the Board of Directors of the Company, and by giving public
notice in advance, whenever may be deemed necessary to do so.

3. In the case of any of the foregoing Clauses herein, the Company may temporarily
suspend changes of entries in the Register of Shareholders, by resolution of the
Board of Directors of the Company, and by giving public notice in advance, whenever
may be deemed necessary to do so.

Chapter 3. Functions

Section 1. General Meeting of Shéreholders

Article 7. Convocation

The Ordinary General Meeting of Shareholders of the Company shall be convened within
three (3) months of the date following the last day of each financial year. An extraordinary
General Meeting of Shareholders may be convened by the President and Director of the
Company at any time whenever necessary.

Articie 8. Chairman

The President and Director shall act as chairman of the General Meeting of Shareholders.
If the President and Director is unable to act, one of other Directors shall act as chairman
in precedence as previously determined by the Board of Directors.

Article 9. Exercise of Votes by Proxies

A shareholder or its regal representative may exercise his voting rights at any General
Meeting of Shareholders through a proxy who shall be another shareholder having voting
rights of the Company. In such a case, the person appointed as a proxy shall submit the
instrument of proxy to the Company in advance of the date of such General Meeting of

Shareholders.
Article 10. Method of Resolution

Resolutions at a General Meeting of Shareholders shali be made by a majority of the votes
of shareholders present, untess otherwise provided by laws and ordinances or by these

Articles of Incorporation.

Article 11. Minutes

The summary of proceedings at each meeting of the General Meeting of Shareholders and
the results thereof shall be recorded in the minutes, which shall bear the names and seal

impressions of the Chairman and Directors present, and shall be retained by the Company.

Section 2. Directors and Board of Directors
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Article 12.  Number

The number of Directors of the Company shall not exceed nine (9).

Article 13. Etlection

1. A resolution to elect Directors at a meeting of the General Meeting of Shareholders
shall require the presence of shareholders representing at least one-third (1/3) of the

shares having voting rights among the total number of shares issued and outstanding.

2. For the purpose of the foregoing Clause herein, no cumulative voting shall be used for
a resolution to elect Directors.

Article 14. Term of Office
The term of office of each Director shall expire at the close of the Ordinary General
Meeting of Shareholders held for the last financial year within two (2) years after his

assumption of office. The term of office of a Director elected to fill a vacancy or to increase
the number of Directors shall expire at the time when the term- of office of the other

Directors then in office shall expire.

Article 15. Representative Directors

Representative Directors shall be elected by resolution of the Board of Directors.
Article 16. Representative Director and President

One (1) Representative Director and President shall be elected by resolution of the Board
of Directors. The Representative Director and President so elected shall be a

Representative Director.
Article 17. Executive Directors

A few Executive Directors of the Company may be elected by resolution of the Board of
Directors for convenience of operations of the Company.

Article 18. Convocation of Board of Directors

In .convening a meeting of the Board of Directors, notice thereof shall be given to each
Director and Auditor ocne (1) week prior to the meeting date. However, in case of
emergency, this period may be shortened.

Article 19. Remuneration for Directors

The total amount of remuneration and reward for retirement of Directors shall be
determined by resolution of a General Meeting of Shareholders.

Article 20. Rules of Board of Directors

Any matters concerning the Board of Directors shall be in accordance with the provisions
of applicable laws and regulations, the provisions of these Articles of Incorporation, or the
provisions of the Rules of the Board of Directors, which are defined at a meeting of the

Board of Directors of the Company.
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Section 3. Auditors

Article 21. Number

The number of Auditors of the Company shall not exceed two (2).

Article 22. Term of Office

The term of office of each Auditor shall expire at the close of the Ordinary General Meeting
of Shareholders following the last financial year ending within four (4) years after his
assumption of office. The term of office of an Auditor elected to fill a vacancy occurring
before the expiration of the term for which such Auditor's predecessor was appointed shall
expire at the time when the term of office of his predecessor would have expired.

Article 23. Application of Provisions Concerning Directors

The provisions of Clause 1 of Article 13 and Article 19 hereof shall apply mutatis mutandis
to the Auditors of the Company.

Chapter 4. Accounting

Article 24. Financial Year

The financial year of the Company shall end on the last day of March of every calendar
year.

Article 25. Profit Dividends

1.  Profit dividends of the Company shall be paid to those shareholders of record or
registered pledgees as recorded in the Register of Shareholders as of the closing day
of each financial year, after the close of the Ordinary General Meeting of
Shareholders held for the last financial year.

2. The Company shall be exempted from liability for paying dividends, if and when the
dividends set forth in the foregoing Clause herein remain unciaimed after three (3)
years have elapsed from the date on which such dividends were declared and

became due and payable.

Article 26. Interim Dividends

1. The Company may distribute cash dividends to those shareholders of record or
registered pledgees as recorded in the Register of Shareholders as of the last day of
September of each calendar year, by resolution of the Board of Directors, in
accordance with the provisions of Article 293-5 of the Commercial Code of Japan.

2. The provisions of Clause 2 of the foregoing Article shall mutatis mutandis to the
distribution of cash dividends set forth in the foregoing Clause herein.
